(1) Recordkeeping—Applicators.

substances citing the regulatory
requirement that justifies its use in
accordance with definitions in this
subpart. These documents shall be
retained for 3 years.

(2) Reporting—Applicators. Every
applicator of class I, Group VI
controlled substances who purchases or
receives a quantity of class I, Group VI
controlled substance that was produced
or imported solely for quarantine and
preshipment applications under the
exemptions in this subpart shall provide
the distributor of the methyl bromide,
prior to shipment of the class I, Group
VI controlled substance, with a
certification that the quantity of
controlled substances will be used only
for quarantine and preshipment
applications as defined in this subpart.
