SUPPLEMENTARY INFORMATION: The
Board’s regulations at 49 CFR 1002.3
provide for an annual update of the
Board’s entire user-fee schedule. Fees
are generally revised based on the cost
study formula set forth at 49 CFR
1002.3(d). As compared with the 2015
fee update, the 2016 fee changes
adopted here reflect a combination of a
1.46% across-the-board increase to
salary costs; no change in publication
cost levels; increases to two of the three
Board Overhead cost factors; and a
slight decrease to the third Board
Overhead cost factor from its
comparable 2015 level, resulting from
the mechanical application of the
update formula in 49 CFR 1002.3(d).
Results from the formula application
indicate that justified fee amounts in
this 2016 update decision either remain
unchanged (58 fee items), increase by
$50 or less (18 fee items), increase by
$300 or less (38 fee items) or increase
over $300 (19 fee items) from their
respective 2015 update levels. No new
fee items are proposed in this
proceeding. However, there is an
expansion of existing fee item 98 to now
include monthly and quarterly Waybill
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request data. Therefore, the Board finds
that notice and comment are
unnecessary for this proceeding. See
