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(1978). Environmental objections that
could have been raised at the draft stage
may be waived if not raised until after
completion of the final environmental
impact statement. City of Angoon v.
Hodel, (9th Circuit, 1986) and
Wisconsin Heritages, Inc. v. Harris, 490
F. Supp. 1334, 1338 (E.D. Wis. 1980).
The reason for this is to ensure that
substantive comments and objections
area made available to the Forest
Service at a time when it can
meaningfully consider them and
respond to them in the final.

The general-purpose
zone project currently consists of the
following sites in the Cleveland, Ohio,
area: Site 1 (94 acres)—Port of Cleveland
complex on Lake Erie at the mouth of
the Cuyahoga River, Cleveland; Site 2
(175 acres)—the IX Center (formerly the
“Cleveland Tank Plant”), in Brook Park,
adjacent to the Cleveland Hopkins

International Airport; Site 3 (1,900
acres)—Cleveland Hopkins International
Airport complex; Site 4 (450 acres)—
Burke Lakefront Airport, 1501 North
Marginal Road, Cleveland; Site 5 (276
acres)—Emerald Valley Business Park,
Cochran Road and Beaver Meadow
Parkway,Glenwillow; Site 6 (30 acres)—
Collinwood site, South Waterloo (South
Marginal) Road and East 152nd Street,
Cleveland; Site 7 (47 acres)—Water
