The Applicable Statute and Regulations

Unless otherwise indicated, all
citations to the statute are references to
the provisions effective January 1, 1995,
the effective date of the amendments
made to the Tariff Act of 1930 (the Act)
by the Uruguay Round Agreements Act
(URAA). In addition, unless otherwise
indicated, all citations to the
Department of Commerce’s (the
Department’s) regulations are to the
provisions codified at 19 CFR 351
(2001).

Amendment of Preliminary
Determination

The Department of Commerce (the
Department) is amending the
preliminary determination in the
antidumping investigation of certain
cold-rolled carbon steel flat products
from Germany to reflect the correction
of significant ministerial errors in the
margin calculation. Correction of these
errors results in a revised antidumping
rate for the single respondent, as well as
the all others rate.

Scope of Investigation

For purposes of this investigation, the
products covered are certain cold-rolled
(cold-reduced) flat-rolled carbon-quality
steel products. For a full description of
the scope of this investigation, as well
as a complete discussion of all scope
exclusion requests submitted in the
context of the on-going cold-rolled steel
investigations, please see the “Scope
Appendix” attached to the Notice of
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
